I remember being told about two angelic encounters. 
One involved friends of mine who had parked their mobile 
camper in a busy European city and wandered off to see 
the sights. They arrived back at the van very late, and it 
was the only vehicle left.

They greeted my friends and said they had been 
waiting because someone had entered the van but left very 
quickly when they arrived.
